If it is likely to be wet underfoot they will need to bring wellies with them even if it is not rain-
ing on the day.

Clothing — As we will be out in the fields, it is important that the children wear long trousers (not
shorts) even if it is warm. It is preferable for them to wear long sleeves too.

If the weather is wet, we will still aim to be outside as much as is possible, in this case, please ensure
that your child has appropriate rainwear - rain jacket, waterproof trousers/old clothes and wellies.

Lunch: Children will require a packed lunch for this visit. Please also provide a full water bottle for
them and a fruit snack, even if you are requesting a packed lunch from Food Links.
