Dear Parents,
Welcome back to School and to Ash Class 2025! 
I hope that everyone had a great summer holidays and enjoyed the lovely weather. This week the children have settled back into the school routine nicely and they have done a super job at getting back into their learning. 
In Ash Class this year the staff are as follows: 
Class Teacher: Miss Hartland 
Teaching Assistant: Mrs Corbett in the mornings, except Monday when the teaching assistant will be Mrs Mortimer. 
On a Tuesday afternoon while Miss Hartland is out of class the children will be taught by Mrs Corbett and they will have sports tuition from our sports coach.
Our driver topic this Autumn term is called ‘Invasion’ and the children will be learning about the Anglo Saxon and Viking invasions. To complement this unit we will be reading the book ‘Thorfinn the Nicest Viking and the Awful Invasion’ by David Macphail. If you do have a copy of this book at home it would be really helpful to send it in with your child for their use in school. Please make sure it is named! Don’t worry if you haven’t got one as we can share in school.  
This year our PE days are Tuesdays and Fridays, so please ensure that children have their PE kits in school on these days. In Spring 2 the children will have Forest school during their Friday session. (I will remind you about this again nearer the time.) 
P.E kits should be in school every day as occasionally we may have to swap our P.E days with another class.  Please always ensure that they have black or blue shorts for when we are doing gymnastics and dance. The children will need  black or blue jogging bottoms for when we are outside in the colder months. During this first half term they will be taking part in Tag Rugby and Dance.
Please ensure that your child always has a water bottle in school and that all clothes are named to avoid items getting lost. As the children are in KS2 they are no longer entitled to a free fruit for snack time so please send your child in with a fruit snack for playtimes. As the weather is changing and becoming more Autumnal, please make sure that your child brings in a warm raincoat. 
For home learning the children will bring home maths, spelling and times tables learning to complete each week. New spelling words will be sent home every Wednesday with spellings tests being done the following Wednesday. Maths/ times table home learning will be sent home on Friday and due the following Friday. The first spelling words have been sent home this week and the first Maths/ Times Tables home learning will be sent home on Friday 19th September. 
You will find further recommendations for home learning linked to our ‘Invasion’ topic on the curriculum map. 
Alongside their home learning, each week your child will bring home one reading book and one library book. Hearing your child read is so important for their learning so please keep up with reading with them and record this in their reading record. Any reading that is being done at home can be recorded in their record, so if you are reading something different at home, please do add that into their record instead. 
I’m looking forward to a brilliant term ahead and am excited to be a part of the children’s learning journey this year in Ash class.
