Hello everyone,

In the last couple of weeks in English the children have been working on our topic based around ‘The True Story of the Three Little Pigs’. The children have been building up to writing their own traditional tale with a twist and have worked hard coming up with dialogue for their stories, ensuring to use inverted commas to show speech. 
In Maths, they have been looking closely at the patterns in addition and subtraction. Particularly with making tens or hundreds to help with trickier addition and subtraction questions. They have looked at several methods to help them adding and subtracting when crossing the tens or hundreds. 
In Science, the children have taken part in an investigation to find out ‘What is the best type of toothpaste for protecting our teeth?’. The children worked well at being scientists, carrying out a fair test and carefully observing any changes which they recorded in their results table. 
In History, the children listened to an audio recording of an Anglo Saxon describing what life was like before and after invading Britain. They have gained an understanding of the causes and consequences of the invasions in Britain in 410AD and that the people who came to be known as the Anglo Saxons then settled in Britain.
