	Maths

In Reception, the children have been looking more closely at numbers 1 to 5, they have been counting, subitising and ordering these numbers.

In Year 1, the children have been focusing on 2D and 3D shape, learning the names and recognising these shapes and also sorting these shapes using different criteria. 
	English
In Reception, the children have been looking at the story of the Three Billy Goats Gruff and creating their own parts of the story including a new animal who wants to cross the bridge and choosing something to replace the bridge that was washed away in a flood!
Year 1 children have been looking at the CBeebies animation ‘Poppies’ linking to Remembrance this week and writing lots of descriptive sentences. 

	Topic

Our topic this term is Science based and will be focusing on ‘Exploring Autumn’. The children have been looking at the changes we see in the seasons and creating their own ‘leaf man’ character using Autumn leaves. The children have learnt about woodland animals and created their own Autumn tree using finger painting.
