Since the children have returned to school we have finished our Traditional tales topic. The children did a great job editing their ‘True Stories off Goldilocks,’ where they focused on checking punctuation, spelling and how they could improve their work! We have now started our next English topic where we will be writing a Christmas Dessert advert. The children have really enjoyed exploring the persuasive language used in adverts and are building up to writing their own advert.
